2. CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE system 
 

AA Grapevine  
Participate in the Future of Grapevine by  
Completing the Survey at www.nhaa.net. 
Our magazine is in trouble. The Grapevine has been in exis-
tence 65 years and is known as our “Meeting in Print.”  Re-
cently, every NH DCM was given a survey to distribute as 
broadly as possible within their districts to 
gather information that will help us get an 
understanding of how the Fellowship feels 
about Grapevine.  That survey is now also 
available on www.nhaa.net – please take a 
few moments to complete it online.  Area 
43 is but one of 20 Areas conducting this 
survey and your feedback is critical to the 
future of Grapevine.  My opinion is that 
the Grapevine magazine should survive as 
it has been a valued part of our history.  I have included 
excerpts from an article from a 1946 edition of Grapevine to 
emphasize my support for the publication (see page 2). 
 

Introducing CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE 
CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE is a secure internet / web applica-
tion that allows A.A. members to make contributions to the 
U.S./Canada General Service Board of Alcoholics Anonymous.  
A contribution through CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE may be 

made using one of two methods of payment: credit card or “E
-Check”.  An “E-Check” is a form of payment in which funds 
are electronically transferred from the contributor’s checking 
account to the checking account of the General Service 
Board.  (Due to banking regulations, the E-Check option may 
only be used for funds drawn on accounts in U.S. banks.) Both 
of these methods have become widely accepted forms of 
payment and may be familiar to anyone who has made an 
online purchase from an Internet merchant.  
 

Before using CONTRI-
BUTIONS ONLINE to 
make a contribution, 
each member must 
create a confidential 
“User Profile”.   A User 
Profile is where each member establishes the name and 
password they want to use to login to CONTRIBUTIONS 
ONLINE. 
After a User Profile has been created, members log in to 
CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE using their chosen Login Name 
and Password.  To access CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE, mem-
bers may click on the “CONTRIBUTIONS ONLINE” icon 
which can be found on the home page of the www.aa.org 
website, or enter the following address into their favorite 
web browser: https://ctb.aaws.org. 
Making a contribution involves three (3) steps listed below.   

1. Identify the type of contribution.  CONTRIBU-
TIONS ONLINE allows two types of contribu-
tions to be made:  Individual and Group. 

2. Enter the information required to complete 
the contribution transaction and payment: 
Contribution Amount (Minimum $2.00), Credit 
Card or Checking Account information, billing / 
contact address, and preferred method for 
receiving the Contribution Acknowledgement. 

3. Confirm that all of the information entered is 
correct.

Our A.A. Experience Has 

Taught Us That: 
Nobody invented Alcoholics Anonymous. It grew. Trial 
and error has produced a rich experience. Little by little 
we have been adopting the lessons of that experience, 
first as policy and then as tradition. That process still goes 
on and we hope it never stops. Should we ever harden 
too much the letter might crush the spirit. We could vic-
timize ourselves by petty rules and prohibitions; we could 
imagine that we had said the last word. We might even 
be asking alcoholics to accept our rigid ideas or stay away. 
May we never stifle progress like that! 
 
Acting upon the persistent urge of old A.A. friends, and upon the conviction 
that general agreement and consent between our members is now possible, I 
shall venture to place in words these suggestions for An Alcoholics Anony-
mous Tradition of Relations --Twelve Points to Assure Our Future:  
 
1. Each member of Alcoholics Anonymous is but a small part of a great whole.  
2. For our Group purpose there is but one ultimate authority--a loving God 

as He may express Himself in our Group conscience.  
3. Our membership ought to include all who suffer alcoholism. Hence we 

may refuse none who wish to recover.  
4. With respect to its own affairs, each A.A. Group should be responsible to 

no other authority than its own conscience.  
5. Each Alcoholics Anonymous Group ought to be a spiritual entity having 

but one primary purpose—that of carrying its message to the alcoholic 
who still suffers.  

6. Problems of money, property and authority may easily divert us from our 
primary spiritual aim. We think, therefore, that any considerable property 
of genuine use to A.A. should be separately incorporated and managed, 
thus dividing the material from the spiritual. An A.A. Group, as such, 
should never go into business.  

7. The A.A. Groups themselves ought to be fully supported by the voluntary 
contributions of their own members.  

8. Alcoholics Anonymous should remain forever non-professional.  
9. Each A.A. Group needs the least possible organization. Rotating leader-

ship is usually the best.  
10. No A.A. group or member should ever, in such a way as to implicate A.A., 

express any opinion on outside controversial issues—particularly those of 
politics, alcohol reform or sectarian religion.  

11. Our relations with the outside world should be characterized by modesty 
and anonymity.  

12. And finally, we of Alcoholics Anonymous believe that the principle of ano-
nymity has an immense spiritual significance. It reminds us that we are to 
place principles before personalities; that we are actually to practice a 
truly humble modesty.
